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(1) To guide the students to be aware of “identity” and lead the students to read paragraph 1-2 to
catch the theme and revalue the importance of “identity.”
(2) To provoke the students to reflect on their own daily-life experiences, that is, to think “what will
happen if one’s identity is stolen?”
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(1) To get the main idea of paragraph 1-2.
(2) To manipulate the sentence pattern “ S+ leave/ keep/ find +O + Adj/ Ving/ Vpp”
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Leading questions for discussion: To provoke the students to reflect on their own daily-life experiences
(1) What freedom we have in Taiwan?

(2) What will happen if one’s identity is stolen?
(3) Will you buy ugly fruit or vegetables if they are sold at lower prices?
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(1)The students are not that active when asked about the questions about the reading content or not
knowing how to respond to the question.
(2)The students are diversified in their proficiency levels, the grammar patterns are not
spontaneously acquired.
S HEBHIIRLNES
The teacher will try to inspire their reactions by relating the questions to their daily lives, and lead
their discussion to get the main ideas of the reading.
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By using communicative approach, the teacher will be a provoker and helper to initiate students

interactions and discussions in class, and to develop their critical thinking ability.
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The teacher tried to deliver more information about the Native Canadian
indigenious people and provoke the students’ responses to the topic by
offering the related shortened documentary of “We Were Children” in the very
beginning. ‘
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The students are exposed to an interactive student-centered environment while
the the lead-in documentary brought them to the main issue of the lesson.
After the reading of paragraph 3-4, the issues in the documentary referred to
the paragraphs, the grammar focus was reviewed again. Through the practice of
B # 48, the students had to finish the tasks assigned EZ Grammar : EZ-G-01-
12 R 2 RihEE - 2E#E48% find/leave/keep + 0 + 0C. After watching
the film, they got more completed grammar structure, and were able to
finish the assigned practice task.
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The students are interrogated and engaged in doing the assigned task, and they
are stimulated to do the grammar task and immersed in the issues provoked.
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The students should have more time to practice the grammar patterns by doing

themselves.
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
