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This activity not only developed students' ability to catch key information but also promoted
collaboration and active engagement. Besides, students acquire the ability to listen for gist and
detail, sequence information logically, and solve problems collaboratively.
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Given the significant differences in students' proficiency levels, integrating more personalized
learning approaches could help address their individual needs.
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
