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The teacher tried hard to provoke the students’ responses to the topic

naturally by asking questions about “Elephant” and its dung, thus to arouse
spontaneous interactions in the classroom.
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The students are exposed to an interactive student-centered environment. The
problem is that they are diversified in proficiency and motivation, some of them
are not confident enough to express and speak English.
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The students are interrogated and engaged in the discussion of the value of
elephant dung, and the amazing usage of it.
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The students should have more time to practice the grammar patterns by doing
themselves.
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1. The teacher is good at communicating and interacting with the students by
provoking questions related to previous knowledge or experience. Thus, creating

a natural English classroom for learning.

2.The teacher pays attention to the diversified levels of the students, and

tries to make all of them join the class.
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
